THE PROJECT

‘Three disasters. Two world wars, one bloody big depression. And every time, the band play on.’
Brass runs in Shane’s family, and in the midst of yet another cost-of-living crisis he looks back on the last great battle for the local pit and the defiant glory of Grimley Colliery Band.

It’s 1994 and the tight-knit mining community of Grimley, Yorkshire, are fighting to keep their colliery open. Meanwhile, revered band leader, Danny, battles to keep his dispirited band of brass-playing miners together with the dream of qualifying for the National Championships at London’s Albert Hall.

When the uncertainty around the pit’s future becomes too much for the band members, loyalty is tested, pressure mounts and the community begin to break apart. With their whole way of life at stake, can the band find a way to play on?

Based on the smash-hit film, Brassed Off is a much-loved modern classic, full of grit, heart, and northern humour. This production will feature live music from local brass bands to deliver a soul-stirring theatrical experience.
THE ROLES

Stephen Joseph Theatre (SJT) is looking for 3 female/female-identifying and 3 male/male-identifying young people (6 people in total) to play the characters of Craig and Melody Ormondroyd.
Craig and Melody Ormondroyd are the younger siblings of 8-year-old Shane, and older siblings to baby Kylie. Craig and Melody are often seen fighting and messing around – they are bundles of energy in a busy household that is under pressure. Their Mum Sandra looks after them at home whilst their Dad, Phil, works down the pit. They haven’t any money, Mum is stressed out and often arguing with Dad. Despite the pressures, it’s clear there is a lot of love in this household. 

Craig and Melody are present in about five scenes in the play. They don’t have any scripted lines, but they will be required to be present, listening and playing in character, just like the principal cast. The children will need to be natural on stage, improvising and adapting quickly to changes throughout the rehearsal process. 
We are interested in meeting children aged 9 -11 years old with a playing age (meaning the age they must be believable as) of 5-7 years old
The play is set in Yorkshire, so we are looking for young people with a northern accent. 

We seek to cast performers who are representative of the world around us, and we welcome applications from young people who are Deaf and Disabled, Neurodiverse, and young people from the global majority. 
REHEARSALS AND PERFORMANCEs
· Monday 22 July to Saturday 27 July: rehearsal period with the Creative Team 
(exact dates and times TBC 2 or 3 short sessions within this time frame)
· Monday 29 July to Thursday 30 July: technical rehearsals prior to opening night
· Friday 2 August – Saturday 31 August: Performances Run
A group of 6 young people will be selected from the auditions.  This group will be split into three teams (one male identifying and one female identifying performer per team) for the performances.  Each group will perform in up to 12 of the 34 performances. 

· 25 evening performances (7:30)

· 5 Saturday matinees (2:30) 
· 4 Thursday matinees (1:30) 
The rehearsal and performance run all sit within the summer break from school. There will be no time off from education required. 
AUDITIONS

We will be holding auditions at the SJT on Saturday 1st June.
To apply please complete the application form and we will contact you to confirm your audition time, in the event that we receive a very high number of applications we may need to add an additional date.
Auditions will take the form of a group workshop and will be an active, fun, relaxed session in which you’ll be working mostly as a group. Our team are keen to see how you work with others through different games and activities. Following the auditions we will contact all applicants to confirm whether or not they have been successful.  
SUPPORT

Stephen Joseph Theatre understand the financial implications for people with parental responsibility when a child participates in an opportunity like this. 

This is not a paid opportunity; however we will make a single honorarium payment in support of your anticipated travel expenses.  This will be a lump sum based on either a contribution to your mileage cost by car, or to cover public transport costs in full. Participants are not ordinarily expected to attend for a full day, however in the event that you were requested to do so the payment would include a contribution to your meal costs.
